Overview of ÒEducating the Educators CourseÓ   
 
This course has a small number of participants and is highly interactive. 
Familiarity with the content of the course “Communication and care-giving in 
dementia: a positive vision” is assumed (both as taught on the 4-day course for 
professionals, and as shown on the DVD set being taught to family carers).   
 

Aims : to provide the participants with a range of (tried, tested and referenced) 
materials to assist them in providing dementia care education to a variety of 
learners - based on the content of the courses they have attended with Gemma. 
 

Methods:  
� discuss features of the DVD course set and the different ways it is being used 
�  provide additional examples, books, ideas, articles, exercises and props to  
   supplement DVD and book course materials for different types of learners 
�  connect delegates with a network of like-minded dementia educators, who  
   may become a professional development resource for them.  
 
Note: While Òimproving peopleÕs confidenceÓ is not a direct aim - evaluations of 
past courses have shown that virtually all participants reported an increase in 
their confidence to deliver Ôdementia care teachingÕ after attending this course.
